Take Risks
Anonymity lowers the stakes. 
When students know their 
name won't appear on screen, 
they share early thinking, make 
attempts, and engage honestly.

Community-based Learning
A wrong answer examined 
without judgment is worth 
more than a correct one that 
reveals nothing. Mistakes 
become the lesson.

Spark Discussion
Anchoring conversation in real 
student work, not a textbook 
example focuses the class on 
what's actually happening in 
the room, right now.

1.	 To enter Spotlight Mode, open your Kiddom 
lesson and select the Spotlight tab.

2.	 Tap Connect App to connect your current 
lesson to the Kiddom Teacher app on your 
phone or tablet.

3.	 When you spot thinking worth sharing,      
tap Capture.

Spotlight Mode helps you share in seconds.
How it works:

4.	To circulate, tap Spotlight. The work fills the 
screen — anonymously, instantly, without 
leaving your lesson.

5. 	Toggle easily between your slides and Spotlight 
Mode for seamless discussion that integrates 
authentic student work examples throughout 
the lesson.

6. 	Ask the class "what strategy did this student 
use?" Let their thinking drive the discussion.

MISTAKES DRIVE LEARNING 

Essential for learning. When students 
can confidently look over their errors 

without judgment, it really drives 
the point that growth comes from 
messing up. We all learn together.

GET STUDENTS TALKING 

The most powerful moments happen 
when students explain each other's 

thinking. Choose what to display, ask 
one question, and then step back to 

let the conversation flow.

CULTIVATING OWNERSHIP 

Spotlight Mode, by default, hides 
names automatically. As the year 

progresses trust builds, students will 
feel ready to take credit for their 

ideas. This is an opportunity to build 
ownership and engagement.
